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Sir Henry Pottinger Henry Pottinger was born 
in County Down, Ireland,

in 1789.

In 1804, he went to India to serve in the army and explored the lands 
between the Indus and Persia, travelling in disguise as a Muslim 
merchant and studying local languages, under the orders of Sir John 
Malcolm. In 1806, he joined the British East India Company and in 
1809, he fought in the Mahratta war as a lieutenant then rising to the 
rank of colonel after his dangerous 1810 expedition from Nushki 
(Balochistan) to Isfahan (Central Persia).

He later became Resident Administrator of Sindh in 1820. Pottinger 
later held the same post in Hyderabad, and was created a baronet 
when he returned to England in 1839.

In 1841, he accepted Foreign Secretary Lord Palmerston’s offer of the 
post of envoy and plenipotentiary in China and superintendent of 
British trade. 

After Pottinger led a navy to defeat Yishan at Humen, he negotiated 
the terms of the Treaty of Nanking (1842), which ended the First 
Opium War and ceded Hong Kong Island to the United Kingdom. 
Pottinger became the second administrator of Hong Kong 
(1841–1843) and then the first Governor of Hong Kong (1843–1844).
